Fabulous Suggestions!
A number of parents have suggested that we need to offer more after school childcare until at
least 5pm, that children of different ages can attend and offer a variety of different activities.
We currently signpost to OSCARS for after school childcare but would investigate offering
something at Rossmere if this was no longer available.
Breakfast Club is available from 7.45am for children aged 3+

Could a ‘nearly at nursery’ group be offered so that parents can stay with their child to help
them settle in the nursery environment - this is something we will look at, but we do offer
Treetots Toddlder Group in the Forest School and most of our nursery children start in
Sparkles so we’re not sure how many parents will attend this

Could communication about homework and learning be clearer - we do send out a half termly
newsletter and homework grid on Class Dojo, but we will ask teachers to make sure this is
sent out again just in case any parents have missed it
